
SIMPLE KNITTED LACE SCARF 
A pattern from the Knitting Fairy® 
Finished size 9" X 60" (16" wide for shawl, 80" for longer scarf) 
SKILL LEVEL: EASY  

 
Materials Needed: 
Approximately 600-800 yards worsted weight yarn 
US #8 Needles 
Markers 
 
Notes on knitting lace from charts: 

 The chart represents what the right side surface of the lace will look like. If you are working a wrong 
side row, keep this in mind. 

 The chart is for one repeat of the stitches between the markers. 
 Right side rows are worked from right to left across the chart. 
 Wrong side rows are worked from left to right across the chart. 
 Lace benefits greatly from blocking with a good dose of steam. Pin edges down if necessary. Leave 

the piece to dry flat if possible.  
 

Gauge : 5sts = 1 inch on stockinette st. 
 
Cast on 36 (51) sts and knit 9 rows S1wyf, Knit to end.  
Row 1:  S1wyf, K4, place marker (M), *K1, P1, YO, SSK, P1,* repeat across to last 6 sts, K1, (M), K5. 
Row 2:  S1wyf, K4, (M), P1, *K1, P2, K1, P1* repeat across to last 5 sts, (M), K5. 
Row 3:  S1wyf, K4, (M), *K1, P1, K2tog, yo, P1*, repeat across to last 6 sts, K1, (M), K5. 
Row 4:  S1wyf, K4, (M), P1, *K1, P2, K1, P1* repeat across to last5 sts, (M), K5. 
 
Repeat rows 1-4 until approx  1 ½  inches from end of scarf.  Change back to S1wyf, Knit to end for 9 rows and 
bind 
off loosely!

You should block your scarf when finished as this produces a much lacier effect.  Your scarf should measure 
9-16 inches wide when blocked depending on your personal preferences.
